Curriculum Concepts

1. Secrets:  Since 85-90% of perpetrators are known to the child, it is clear that sexual abuse cannot take place without secrecy.

2. Good Touch – Bad Touch:  Children develop a sense of appropriate and inappropriate touching.

3. Trusted Adults:  Your children should feel they can always tell you (the parent), or someone else they trust what’s happening to them.
