Religious Employers Must Offer Free Birth Control, US Decides
Many Church affilated institutions will have to cover free birth
control for employees, the Obama Administration announced Friday
in an electioryear move that outraged religious groups, fueling a
National debate about the reach of Government. “Never before has
the FederaGovt. forced individuals and organizations to go out into
the marketplace and buy a product that violates their conscience, “
said New York CardinaDesignate Timothy Dolan, President of US
Conference of Catholic Bishops.“This shouldn't happen in a land
where free exercise of religion ranks first in the Bill of Rights”.
Workplace health plans, including religious affiliated hospitals,
colleges and social service agencies will have to cover all forms of
contraception approved by the Food and Drug Adnratisn
ranging from the pill to implantable devices to sterilization. Also
covered is the morning after pill which is considered tantamount to
an abortion drug by some religious conservatives.

We wish to share with you an interesting story about a youhg, 6
grade student whose name must remain confidential. He was given
an assignment at school to find a worthy cause, namely to help his
communityfind a way to help those less fortunate. The assignment
was called the Stewardship Program.
When he arrived home from school that day and told his mother
about his assignment, she told him that St. '3uBé Vincent de Paul
Societys pantry was in need of food. He knew immediately what his
project would be.
He started off by first going on line to find more information about
the Society of St. Vincent de Paul. He teat thatthe Society was
founded in Paris, France ipril 1833 by an 18 year old University

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of Sorbonnestudent named Fredric Ozanam. Young Fredric gathered
Catholic students at the University to help him find a way to serve the
poor. They approached the Daughters of Charity and with their help,
theyformed the first conference. They named it after St. Vincent de
Paul whose priestly duties in the early 180@ere mainly to care for
the poor. The St. Vincent de Paul Society gapyickly from that
humbly beginning throughout France and into ottmuntries The
Society came to the United States in 1845 and can be found in
practically all of the 50 states. There are 886nferences in the
Wilmington Diocese. Today, there are 120,000 men and women
members in the U.S. plus 750,000 members throughowahd in

144 countries

Our young local student began his Stewardshightheringsome of

his friends in his Boy Scout Troop. Much like Frederic Ozanan, he
asked them if they would work with him by going doordmor and
politely asking the people they called on if they could donate food for
the poor. The response wistoore than theyever expected. They
donated to the pantry over 100 items of food. They also donated
other food collected to CasSan Francisco in Milton.

Our young & grade student and his friends are to be commended for
their effort and for caring smuch about those less fortunate. Our
thanks go to them for stocking our shelves and rimopartantly for

the concern they have shown in feeding the hungry
