His homily is most 
inspiring and has touched the hearts of thousands of Catholics in 
bringing them to a deeper understanding and love of the Blessed 
Sacrament. 
 
“Worthy is the Lamb that was slain to receive honor, glory, and 
praise” (Revelation 5:12).  

 
 
The primary emphasis in Mark’s Gospel this week rests upon his 
teaching, without indicating the content of that teaching: “he taught 
as one who had authority and not as the scribes.” They are disturbed 
because Jesus is acting out of character – he’s supposed to be a 
carpenter from Nazareth not acting as one who dares to teach “as one 
having authority” in the Capernaum synagogue! Who gave him 
authority to teach? Jesus then shows the people that his power is 
stronger than that of the unclean spirit by commanding the spirit to 
come out of the man, and it does! Now they have an answer to why 
Jesus teaches “with authority, and not as the scribes.” Clearly, Jesus 
possesses powers stronger than those of ordinary human beings. How 
do we look at the authority of God in our lives?  Do we question how 
the Church has authority over our lives? These can be hard questions 
if we do not have a full understanding of the teachings of Sacred 
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Scripture and the Church. I have found answers to many of my 
personal questions through the study of the Catechism and various 
Church documents. The Catechism is available in our library and the 
documents are accessible on the Vatican website. St Jude’s Institute 
for Religion and Culture also offers ongoing seminars that focus on 
the teachings of our faith. Upcoming topics are the Adult Catechism 
of the Catholic Church and also a series on the Fathers of the Church. 
As you pray this week, reflect on your knowledge of our faith and 
where you need to be strengthened in our Truth. A complete listing of 
seminars can be found on our website:
