KEEPING OUR PROMISES

In 2005 the Diocese of Wilmington introduced the curriculum Keeping Our Promises which is a more formalized educational process for young people relative to the basic concepts supporting a safe environment.  This curriculum includes:

· Guidelines for pre-K through 12 

· 11 posters, each of which support one of the concepts in the curriculum 

· A video “Abused Kids: See It, Stop It” 

· Brochures for use with parents, volunteers, and church personnel 

Over the years we have used these materials in various ways.  This year we are being asked to more consciously use the curriculum guidelines.  These are free standing materials intended for use within our existing Religious Education program.
